STAYING POSITIONED
AT OUR POST

These words spoken to Is-
rael by Samuel offer us in-
sight into a methodology
for today’s servant-leaders:

“For the Lord will not for-
sake His people, for His
great name’s sake, because
it has pleased the Lord to
make you His people.

“Moreover, as for me, far be
it from me that I should sin
against the Lord in ceasing
to pray for you; but I will
teach you the good and right
way.”

This precious heart expres-
sion is found in the context
of a prophet speaking to an
idol-chasing nation who had
demanded a king to tell them
what to do.

So, what’s new?

Sounds like much of what is
called “church” today.

Rather than yielding to pres-
sures and temptations to be-
come “kings” or “CEOs” of
“OUR ministries,” I am sug-
gesting that we learn from
the experiences of our forefa-
thers. These are written for
our admonition (1 Corinthians
10:11), and are profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for cor-
rection, for instruction in
righteousness, that the man
of God may be complete,
thoroughly equipped for
every good work (Il Timothy
3:16-17).

Apostolic grace was evident
in Paul’s life. He was not a
“peacekeeper.” He was a
“peacemaker.” He spoke the
truth in love, realizing that it
is the increase of God’s gov-
ernment that results in the
increase of true peace (Isaiah
9:7). Kingdom increase nets
growing peace.

He forthrightly addressed
the Corinthian believers:
“You are still carnal.” He
did so as a loving, nurturing
father. Relational security
made the way for maturing
adjustments. Paul helps us
to grasp some detail:

Warn those who are unruly,
comfort the fainthearted,
uphold the weak, be patient
with all—pray without ceas-
ing. 1Thessalonians 5:14, 17.

There is grace to administer
appropriate correction and
discipline to the unruly,
grace to release healing
comfort and assurance to the
fainthearted, and grace to
help and strengthen the
weak.

There is grace for patience
whenever and wherever the
Holy Spirit is leading us.
This grace is accessed by
praying.

This grace is available to
each of us, according to the
measure of Christ’s gift
(Ephesians 4:7). Grace enables
us to rightly discern issues
so that we do not break
bruised reeds (Matthew 12:20).

Today’s servant-leaders
must stay at our post, pray-
ing and teaching every man
in all wisdom, that we may
present every man perfect in
Christ Jesus (Colossians 1:28).

Paul stayed positioned at his
post, praying and teaching.
His prayer, recorded in
Ephesians 1:16-23, is still a
foundational need for the
church. Study it.

1 do not cease to give thanks
for you, making mention of
you in my prayers: that the
God of our Lord Jesus
Christ, the Father of glory,
may give to you the spirit of
wisdom and revelation in the
knowledge of Him, the eyes
of your understanding being
enlightened; that you may
know what is the hope of His
calling, what are the riches
of the glory of His inheri-
tance in the saints, and what
is the exceeding greatness of
His power toward us who
believe, according to the
working of His mighty
power which He worked in
Christ when He raised Him
from the dead and seated
Him at His right hand in the
heavenly places, far above
all principality and power
and might and dominion,
and every name that is
named, not only in this age
but also in that which is to
come. And He put all things
under His feet, and gave
Him to be head over all
things to the church, which
is His body, the fullness of
Him who fills all in all.

Clarification: This approach is our way of protecting relational integrity for the purpose of co-laboring
without developing an organizational structure. We are keenly aware that we represent only a very small
portion of the total global communion of the saints. Our desire is to cross-pollinate with other expressions
of apostolic communion as the Holy Spirit creates opportunities.
